The judges said of the contract:

‘The outstanding craftsmanship is not initially appreciated until
one understands that the balustrade curves in two planes. This
project demonstrates what can be done when one insists that
repairs are carried out like for like.’

The restoration and conservation of the bridge in the park at
Ranston, Dorset (pictured below), was part of a programme of works
which won the ‘Restoration of a Georgian garden or landscape’
category in the
Georgian Group
Awards:

"The fine park fell
into neglect into the
twentieth century...
notably the Palladian
Bridge ...

The restoration
programme has been
comprehensive and
beautifully executed,
with impressive attention to detail.”
